Undergraduate Criteria

Application must be submitted online.

A. ELIGIBILITY

1. High school seniors are not eligible. Applicant MUST be a rising college sophomore,
junior in a four-year program or rising senior in a five-year program at the time the
scholarship is awarded in the fall of 2025. Junior and senior level applicants MUST have

one full academic year of coursework remaining at the time of application deadline in the
fe till of 202

To be considered for renewal annual award installments, the scholarship recipient is
required to provide indications of continued enrollment and good standing (min. 2.0
